Installation Instructions for Aster Bow Front Door Shower Door

These installation instructions represent a 58" wide shower, with the opening door located on the right side and the
fixed glass panel on the left. This shower door is Left or Right, please provide quantities and specify Left or Right
when ordering. All Drawings Are Not To Scale.

Uncrate all of the materials and confirm that all of the parts and pieces are present. The Required
Tools are listed below. The contents of the Hardware Kit are listed below. The Parts Diagram is on the following
page. Before you begin the installation, make sure that all of the pertinent surfaces are clean and free of dust,
debris and any shavings. After you perform any drilling, you will want to make sure the surfaces are clean again
- this includes the Shower Pan and the Shower Panel Walls.

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Begin by making marks on the top of the Shower Pan Curb 3/8" from the front of the Curb. Place marks at
the Left Panel Wall, in the Center of the Pan and one in-bebwesn those two marks.

Check
for level. Add CLEAR SETTING BLOCKS into the Bottomn U Channel at either end to Level the FIXNED GLASS

Next, you will prepare to install the WATER GUARD and its END CAPS. Begin by sliding the LEFT WATER GUARD
EMD CAP under the slight edoge of the Glass Panel now protruding from the Bottom U Channel. Mexd, insert the
Solid, Angled Spacer into the Right WATER GUARD END CAPR.

After trimming the Water Guard, snap the Water Guard into the End Caps with the Rounded Edge upward. Place
the assembled Water Guard down onto the Curb with the Left End Cap securely flush with the Fixed Glass Fanel.

Adjust the Right End Cap so that the End Cap and Angled Spacer are flush to the Wall Parel. Mark the
Hole Locations to be drilled into the Shower Pan Curb.  Remove the Water Guard.

Crvill the two holes for the Water Guard Bnd Caps into the Shower Pan Curb with a 3/16” Masonry Bit

ou are mow ready to install the GUIDE RAIL. First, measure 72" up from the Shower Pan and measure the
distance bebween the Wall Panels. In this example, the measurement will be 58%. This Mapoli Shower Enclosure
GUIDE RAIL measures 607 when fully assembled with the End Caps installed. Therefore in this example, 2" will
nesd to be trimmed off of the GUIDE RAIL. Trim 2" off the GUIDE RAIL from the end where the Shower
Door will be located, not the end to be installed to the Wall on the Fixed Glass Panel side.

(Trim the end where the Fived Glass Fanal Holders are not located.)

Mext, disassemble the GUIDE RAIL by carefully removing the Fined Glass Panel Holders using the Fixed Glass
Fanel Holders Tool. Use FIRM thumb pressure to carsfully remove the Holders without scratching them by
allowing the tool to slip out of the designated holes.

Assemble the two GUIDE RAIL END CAPS and slide them onto the ends of the GUIDE RAIL. Install the GUIDE

End Cap mounting holes into Wall Panels using 516" Masonry Bit, Hammer in Cear 5/16" Wall Anchors and

Install End Cap Angles.

With the Guide Rail End Cap Cogs installed to the Wall Fanels, you can now assemble the ROLLERS onto the
GLASS DDOR. Disassemble the ROLLERS using the 316" Allen Wirench. Install the Top Two ROLLERS into
the top two factory holes in the GLASS DOOR with the ROLLERS on the Quiside of the GLASS DOOR and with
the Door Handle to the Right. Be sure to use LOCTITE Blue 243 threadlodker when installing the
ROLLERS onto the GLASS DDOR.
